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15t Century BC

A famous rabbi, Hillel the Elder, made the first recorded sandwich. He mixed
some nuts, apples, and spices with some wine, and put it between two matzohs
(pieces of flat bread).

6" — 16" Century

People used bread as plates. They put meat and vegetables onto some bread and ate
with their fingers. These were the first open sandwiches, and they called them
‘trenchers’.

18" Century

The name ‘sandwich’ first appeared. An Englishman, John Montague (1718 -
1792), the Fourth Earl of "Sandwich, liked to eat and gamble at London’s Beef
Steak Club.

Sometimes he stayed 24 hours at the gaming table. He was hungry, but he didn’t
want to stop gambling, so the chefs from the club put some beef between two
pieces of bread, and he ate while he gambled. This new meal became very
fashionable with other men in the club, and they called it the ‘sandwich’ after the
Earl.

19* Century

An American writer, Eliza Leslie, introduced sandwiches to America. In 1837, she
wrote a cookbook, ‘Directions for Cookery’. In it she had a recipe for ham
sandwiches: ‘Cut some thin slices of bread and ham. Butter the bread and put the
ham between two slices with some mustard. Eat for lunch or supper’. Americans
loved them.

20t 215t Century

Sandwiches became very popular indeed. They were easy to make and they were a
wonderful, cheap, portable meal for workers and schoolchildren.

The ‘Dagwood’ sandwich is the sandwich to top all sandwiches. It is enormous!
Named after the American cartoon character Dagwood Bumstead, it is made with
a great many layers of meat, cheese, tomatoes, egg, salad, and vegetables.

As contrasted
with the analyst, who uses a computer to solve specific problems, the computer system
architect usually designs computer that can be used for many different applications in many
different business. For example, the product lines of major computer manufacturers such as
IBM, Digital Equipment Corporation and many others are the result of the efforts of teams
of computer system architects.

Unless you are studying engineering, you don't need to become a computer system
architect. However, it is important that as a potential user, applications programmer or
systems analyst you understand the functions of the major units of a computer system and
how they work together.

The two basic types of computers are analog and digital. Analog computers simulate
physical systems. They operate on the basis of an analogy to the process that is being studied.
For example, a voltage may be used to represent other physical quantities such as
speed, temperature, or pressure. The response of an analog computer is based upon
the measurement of signals that vary continuously with time. Hence, analog
computers are used in applications that require continuous measurement and control.

Digital computers, as contrasted with analog computers, deal with discrete
rather than continuous quantities. They count rather than measure. They use
numbers instead of analogous physical quantities to simulate on-going, or real-time
processes. Because they are discrete events, commercial transactions are in a natural
form for digital computation. This is one reason that digital computers are so widely
used in business data processing.

A computer to complete a job requires more than just the actual equipment or hardware we
can see and touch. It requires Software — programs for directing the operation of a computer or
electronic data. Software is the final computer system component. These computer programs
instruct the hardware how to conduct processing.

An operating system, for
example, is a collection of system programs that aid in operation of a computer regardless of the
application software being used. When a compurter is first turned on, one of the system programs is
booted or loaded into the computer memory. This software contains information about memory
capacity, the model of the processor, the disc drives to be used, and more. Once the system software
is loaded, the application software can start to work.

I’d like to begin the course by giving you a very basic overview of the
programming process. We'll then move to the details. So, to write a program, we
normally follow these steps:

A program usually provides a solution to a given problem - for example, how to
calculate wages and income tax in a big company. First of all, you have to
understand exactly what the problem is and define it clearly. This means you have
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to decide, in a general way, how to solve the problem. The next step is to design a
step-by-step plan of instructions. This usually takes the form of a flowchart, a
diagram that uses special symbols to show how the computer works through the
program - where it makes decisions, where it starts and ends, where data is input,
things like that.

Next, you write the instructions in a programming language, like BASIC, Pascal
or C. These computer instructions are called source code. Then you have to use a
compiler, a special program that converts the source code into machine code - the
only language understood by the processor, which consists of 1 s and Os.

Once you've written the program, you have to test it with sample data to see if
there are any bugs or errors. The process of correcting these errors is called
debugging. Computer programmers have to find the origin of each error, write the
correct instruction, compile the program again, and test it until it works correctly.

Finally, you have to write program documentation, a detailed description of how
to use the program. A great program is not much good unless people know how to
use it.

Texct 1.The history of computer science

The earliest foundations of what would become computer science predate the
invention of the modern digital computer. Machines for calculating fixed numerical
tasks such as the abacus have existed since antiquity. Wilhelm Schickard designed
the first mechanical calculator in 1623, but did not complete its construction. Blaise
Pascal designed and constructed the first working mechanical calculator, the
Pascaline, in 1642. Charles Babbage designed a difference engine and then a
general-purpose Analytical Engine in Victorian times, for which Ada Lovelace
wrote a manual. Because of this work she is regarded today as the world's first
programmer. Around 1900, punched card machines were introduced.

During the 1940s, as newer and more powerful computing machines were
developed, the term computer came to refer to the machines rather than their human
predecessors. As it became clear that computers could be used for more than just
mathematical calculations, the field of computer science broadened to study
computation in general. Computer science began to be established as a distinct
academic discipline in the 1950s and early 1960s. The world's first computer science
degree program, the Cambridge Diploma in Computer Science, began at the
University of Cambridge Computer Laboratory in 1953. The first computer science
degree program in the United States was formed at Purdue University in 1962. Since
practical computers became available, many applications of computing have become
distinct areas of study in their own right.

Although many initially believed it was impossible that computers themselves
could actually be a scientific field of study, in the late fifties it gradually became
accepted among the greater academic population. It is the now well-known IBM
brand that formed part of the computer science revolution during this time. IBM
(short for International Business Machines) released the IBM 704 and later the IBM
709 computers, which were widely used during the exploration period of such
devices. "Still, working with the IBM [computer] was frustrating...if you had
misplaced as much as one letter in one instruction, the program would crash, and
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you would have to start the whole process over again™. During the late 1950s, the
computer science discipline was very much in its developmental stages, and such
Issues were commonplace.

Time has seen significant improvements in the usability and effectiveness of
computer science technology. Modern society has seen a significant shift from
computers being used solely by experts or professionals to a more widespread user
base. Initially, computers were quite costly, and for their most-effective use, some
degree of human aid was needed, in part by professional computer operators.
However, as computers became widespread and far more affordable, less human
assistance was needed, although residues of the original assistance still remained.

Texct 2. History of mobile phones

The transmission of speech by radio has a long and varied history going back
to Reginald Fessenden's invention and shore-to-ship demonstration of radio
telephony, through the Second World War with military use of radio telephony links.
Hand-held radio transceivers have been available since the 1940s. Mobile telephones
for automobiles became available from some telephone companies in the 1940s.
Early devices were bulky and consumed high power and the network supported only
a few simultaneous conversations. Modern cellular networks allow automatic and
pervasive use of mobile phones for voice and data communications.

Mobile phone history is often divided into generations (first, second, third and
so on) to mark significant step changes in capabilities as the technology improved.

Tekcr 3. Internet and Modern Life

The Internet has already entered our ordinary life. Everybody knows that the
Internet is a global computer network, which embraces hundreds of millions of users
all over the world and helps us to communicate with each other.
Information sent over the Internet takes the shortest and safest path available from
one computer to another. Because of this, any two computers on the net will be able
to stay in touch with each other as long as there is a single route between them.
Invention of modems, special devices allowing your computer to send the
information through the telephone line, has opened doors to the Internet for millions
of people.

Nowadays the most popular Internet service is e-mail. Most of the people use
the network only for sending and receiving e-mail messages. They can do it either
they are at home or in the internet clubs or at work. Other popular services are
available on the Internet too. It is reading news, available on some dedicated news
servers, telnet, FTP servers, etc.

In many countries, the Internet could provide businessmen with a reliable,
alternative to the expensive and unreliable telecommunications systems its own
system of communications. Commercial users can communicate cheaply over the
Internet with the rest of the world. When they send e-mail messages, they only have
to pay for phone calls to their local service providers, not for international calls
around the world, when you pay a good deal of money.

However, there are some problems. The most important problem is security. When
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you send an e-mail, your message can travel through many different networks and
computers. The data is constantly being directed towards its destination by special
computers called routers. Because of this, it is possible to get into any of the
computers along the route, intercept and even change the data being sent over the
Internet. But there are many encoding programs available. Not with standing, these
programs are not  perfect and can easily  be cracked.
Another big and serious problem of the net is control. Yes, there is no effective
control in the Internet, because a huge amount of information circulating through
the net.

Texer 4 Computer

A computer is a machine with an intricate network of electronic circuits
that operate switches or magnetize tiny metal cores. The switches, like the cores, are
capable of being in one or two possible states, that is, on or off; magnetized or
demagnetized. The machine is capable of storing and manipulating numbers, letters,
and characters (symbols). The basic idea of a computer is that we can make the
machine do what we want by inputting signals that turn certain switches on and
turn others off, or magnetize or do not magnetize the cores. The
basic job of computers is processing of information. For this reason computers can
be defined as devices which accept information in the form of instructions, called a
program, and characters, called data, perform mathematical and or logical
operations on the information, and then supply results of these operations. The
program, or part of it, which tells the computers what to do and the data, which
provide the information needed to solve the problem, are kept inside the computer
in a place called memory.

It is considered that computers have many remarkable powers. However most
computers, whether large or small, have three basic capabilities. First,
computers have circuits for performing arithmetic operations, such as: addition,
subtraction, division, multiplication and exponentiation. Second, computers
have a means of communicating with the user. After all, if we couldn't feed
information in and get results back, these machines wouldn't be of much use. Some
of the most common methods of inputting information are to use terminals, diskettes,
disks and magnetic tapes. The computer's input device (a disk drive or tape drive)
reads the information into the computer. For outputting information two common
devices used are: a printer, printing the new information on paper, and a cathode-
ray-tube display, which shows the results on a TV-like screen.

Third, computers have circuits which can make decisions. The kinds of
decisions which computer circuits can make are not of the type: "Who would win
the war between two countries?" or "Who is the richest person in the world?"
Unfortunately, the computer can only decide three things, namely: Is one number
less than another? Are two numbers equal? and, Is one number greater than another?
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A computer can solve a series of problems and make thousands of logical
decisions without becoming tired. It can find the solution to a problem in a fraction
of the time it takes a human being to do the job

A computer can replace people in dull, routine tasks, but it works according
to the instructions given to it. There are times when a computer seems to operate like
a mechanical 'brain’, but its achievements are limited by the minds of human beings.
A computer cannot do anything unless a person tells it what to do and gives it the
necessary information; but because electric pulses can move at the speed of light, a
computer can carry out great numbers of arithmetic-logical operations almost instan-
taneously. A person can do the same, but in many cases that person would be dead
long before the job was finished.
