When the position is clarified the employee re-
ceives a refund of any tax overpaid. Employees are taxed under P.A.Y.E. system, which
means Pay as You Earn. Every employee has the tax deducted weekly or monthly. The
deductions are calculated by reference to the employee’s tax coding. This information is
supplied to the employer by the tax office.

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With Sochi quickly becoming a focus of world attention as the finish line for prepara-
tions approaches for the Winter Games, the venue that will host the opening ceremony of
Russia's largest international event in decades has still not been officially opened for use.

First Olympic Stadium, which will host the opening and closing ceremonies but no
sporting events, has for months now been the only remaining major Olympic venue that is
unfinished. The cranes that loomed over the roof have finally finished their work, but the
stadium has not been declared complete.

On Monday, Sports Minister Vitaly Mutko said the 40,000-person stadium would be
finished in December, without naming a specific date, Gazeta.ru reported. If completed be-
fore the start of the new year, organizers would be left with little more than a month to put
the finishing touches on the Feb. 7 ceremony that will open the games. The original
schedule had targeted completion of the stadium by Aug. 2013, but due to multiple rede-
signs, the deadline was repeatedly pushed back. The Sochi Organizing Committee said
that preparations for the opening and closing ceremonies to the Games in the stadium were
ongoing.

In photographs, a white plastic covering is visible between the two giant arches of the
stadium, making it impossible to see what the interior looks like and how the artists and
technicians are able to rehearse for the opening show.

President Vladimir Putin visited Olympic sites on Nov. 29 and singled out the main
stadium as a venue that officials «have to talk about and look into carefully». Putin was
accompanied by chief opening ceremony organizer Konstantin Ernst, the powerful head of
Channel One state television, who showed Putin the spot where he will deliver his speech
and the many racks that have been installed on the roof to mount heavy lighting and sound
equipment.

Lionel Messi — football hero

Lionel Messi is an Argentinian footballer. Many people say he’s the best
player in the world today. He was born on 24 June 1987 in Rosario, Argentina.
He has two brothers, Rodrigo and Matias, and a sister, Maria Sol. Messi started
playing football when he was five. He started playing with the local first-division
team, Newell’s Old Boys, when he was only eight. Three years later, doctors
found out that he was ill. The medical treatment in Argentina was very expensive
and his parents didn’t have enough money to pay for it.

The family decided to move to Europe, and Messi’s father arranged a trial
with the famous football team FC Barcelona. When the directors of Barcelona
saw Messi play, they signed the young player right away! The club paid for his
treatment, and Messi started playing for the team. He played his first game for
the senior team in October 2004 and he scored his first goal on 1 May 2005. He
was only seventeen years old. In his first six years, he scored more than a hun-
dred goals for FC Barcelona, and helped them win the championship trophy four
times, and the European Champions League twice.

Messi played in the 2006 and 2010 World Cups for Argentina, but without
much success. He helped his national team win the gold medal in the 2008
Olympics in Beijing.

In 2007, he started a children’s charity to help them with their education
and healthcare. He said in aninterview ‘Being a bit famous now gives me the op-
portunity to help people who really need it, especially children.” To recognize his
work with the charity, UNICEF made Messi its goodwill ambassador for chil-
dren’s rights in 2010.

Putin Extends Nationwide Paid Holiday as Coronavirus Numbers See Sharpest
Rise Yet

President Vladimir Putin announced the extension of Russia's nationwide ‘“non-
working week” until April 30 after the country registered a sharp increase in coronavirus
cases on Thursday.

Confirmed coronavirus cases in Russia spiked overnight with 771 new cases registered
across the country, bringing official totals to 3,548 infections and 30 deaths.

Speaking in a televised address, Putin said the paid non-working week, originally
scheduled from March 28 to April 5, “won us time” to fight the coronavirus outbreak.

Putin added that he would delegate the decision making power on anti-coronavirus
measures to regional authorities given the regional differences in infection rates.

Thursday's announcement comes after health officials on Wednesday calledfor an ex-
tension to the week off to prevent the spread of the coronavirus.

“We could make additional decisions depending on how the situation develops. If cir-
cumstances allow, we will shorten the required non-working days,” Putin said.

Dozens of regions throughout Russia have gone into lockdown this week as part of
new preventative measures against COVID-19.

Moscow, a city of more than 12 million residents, introduced strict isolation rules on
Monday, with authorities ordering people to stay home except for emergencies.

The lack of any further policies or announcement of a broad stimulus package to sup-
port the economy and businesses — as has been seen in many other countries battling the
coronavirus — could create yet more uncertainty among employers over who will cover
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the costs of a month-long shutdown. Firms were already struggling under the toll of a
weeklong national holiday as businesses reported sharp drops in revenue, with surveys
showing one-third have already started laying off workers or cutting hours.

So far, the Kremlin's package of support has focused on interest-free loans and short-
term tax holidays. Businesses have repeatedly called for help with more substantial pay-
ments, such as salaries for workers now at home and rent payments.

Most Russian Producers Receive Government Tax Breaks

Foreign firms in Russia more likely to use government schemes to write down tax lia-
bilities.

Two in three industrial businesses in Russia receive government tax breaks, a new re-
port from consultants Deloitte has found.

The most popular form of tax support for companies working in industries such as car
manufacturing, chemical production, metallurgy and equipment manufacturing were vari-
ous regional tax exemptions, offered to firms with production facilities in certain regions
of Russia, followed by tax write offs for capital expenditure, such as buying new equip-
ment.

Deloitte also found that foreign companies based in Russia were more likely to receive
tax breaks than Russian companies.

Three-quarters of the foreign industrial firms surveyed reported using government tax
schemes to reduce their bills, compared to 67% of Russian companies. The consultancy
said it was easier for foreign companies to move their production to a region which offered
tax cuts, compared to Russian firms who maybe more tied to a specific location.

Car manufacturers were the least likely to use various exemptions, though still more
than half of businesses said they were receiving tax breaks. Earlier this year, auto makers
called for more government support for the industry, as they forecast sales of new vehicles
would drop for the second year in a row in 2020.

British Tax Havens to Share Data With Russian Authorities

The sharing of financial information is in the spotlight as Russia has lifted restrictions
on its citizens holding overseas bank accounts.

British offshore tax havens will send information about Russian assets registered in
their jurisdictions to the Russian tax authorities, despite London and Moscow having can-
celled an international agreement which facilitates the sharing of such financial infor-
mation.

Jersey, Guernsey and the Isle of Man are set to share details on bank accounts, proper-
ties, investments and other assets owned by Russian citizens to the Russian Federal Tax
Service this year, news site RBC has reported.

The automatic sharing of financial information is in the spotlight this year, as Russia
lifted all previous restrictions on Russian citizens holding overseas bank accounts from the
beginning of January — as long as those accounts are registered in a jurisdiction which
participates in automatic information sharing with the Russian tax authorities.
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Last year, the U.K. and Russian governments excluded each other from a list of coun-
tries eligible to receive such information — for instance, Moscow would receive infor-
mation about U.K.-registered bank accounts held by Russian citizens and London about
Russian-registered accounts held by British citizens — less than nine months after Russia
signed-up to the international scheme.

However, the three islands have named Russia as one of the countries which they will
automatically share asset information with for 2019 and 2020 tax years. Last year, in line
with the U.K.-wide refusal, the islands did not participate in automatic information shar-
ing.

In total, the Russian tax authorities shared information with 58 countries, residents of
which held assets in Russia, and received information from 70 countries about Russian
overseas assets for 2018.

Jersey, Guernsey and the Isle of Man are self-governing so-called crown dependencies,
with their own parliaments, courts and laws, but falling under London in some matters of
defense and foreign policy. Jersey and Guernsey in particular have long-been associated
with tax avoidance schemes and brass platecompanies, serving as a hub for international
financial and legal services, and as an intermediary destination for foreign direct invest-
ment.
