Economics (from the Greek "household management") is a social science that studies the
production, distribution, trade and consumption of goods and services.
Economics, which focuses on measurable variables, is broadly divided into two main
branches: microeconomics, which deals with individual agents, such as households and
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businesses, and macroeconomics, which considers the economy as a whole, in which
case it considers aggregate supply and demand for money, capital and commodities. As-
pects receiving particular attention in economics are resource allocation, production, dis-
tribution, trade, and competition. Economic logic is increasingly applied to any problem
that involves choice under scarcity or determining economic value. Mainstream econom-
ics focuses on how prices reflect supply and demand, and uses equations to predict con-
sequences of decisions.

The fundamental assumption underlying traditional economic theory is the utility-
maximizing rule.

Texcr 3

A financial audit is the examination of financial records and reports of a company
or organisation, in order to verify that the figures in the financial reports are relevant, ac-
curate, and complete. The general focus is to ensure the reported financial statements
fairly represent a company's stated condition for the firm's stakeholders. These stake-
holders will be interested parties, such as stockholders, employees, regulators, and the
like.

Doing a financial audit is called the "attest” function. The general purpose is for an
independent party (the CPA firm) to provide written assurance (the audit report) that fi-
nancial reports are "fairly presented in conformity with generally accepted accounting
principles".

Because of major accounting scandals (failure by CPA firms to detect widespread
fraud), assessing internal control procedures has increased in magnitude as a part of fi-
nancial audits.

Financial audits are typically done by external auditors (accountancy firms). Many
organizations, including most very large organizations, also employ or hire internal audi-
tors, who do not attest to financial reports. Internal auditors often assist external auditors,
and, in theory, since both do internal control work, their efforts should be coordinated.

Texcr 4

All records in accounting are kept in a book called a ledger. They say it takes
its name from a Saxon word meaning "the one that lies" on a merchant's counter. The
word means "lies down", it has nothing to do with telling lies. The shelf on which it
lay became known as the ledge. In the earliest days of accounting the ledger lay on
the ledge, usually under a window where the light was good. Clerks would record all
the transactions in date order. Each page in the ledger was called an account. Each
account had at the top the name of the person, or goods, or any other thing which was
being accounted for. Many years have passed since those days. Businesses have be-
come much larger today. It is not convenient to keep the ledger as a bound book. In-
stead, computer records, card indexes and loose-leaf books are being used. But still
the main book of accounts is called the ledger and must be posted daily with all the
transactions that take place.

Lionel Messi — football hero

Lionel Messi is an Argentinian footballer. Many people say he’s the best player in
the world today. He was born on 24 June 1987 in Rosario, Argentina. He has two broth-
ers, Rodrigo and Matias, and a sister, Maria Sol. Messi started playing football when he
was five. He started playing with the local first-division team, Newell’s Old Boys, when
he was only eight. Three years later, doctors found out that he was ill. The medical treat-
ment in Argentina was very expensive and his parents didn’t have enough money to pay
for it.

The family decided to move to Europe, and Messi’s father arranged a trial with the
famous football team FC Barcelona. When the directors of Barcelona saw Messi play,
they signed the young player right away! The club paid for his treatment, and Messi start-
ed playing for the team. He played his first game for the senior team in October 2004 and
he scored his first goal on 1 May 2005. He was only seventeen years old. In his first six
years, he scored more than a hundred goals for FC Barcelona, and helped them win the
championship trophy four times, and the European Champions League twice.

Messi played in the 2006 and 2010 World Cups for Argentina, but without much
success. He helped his national team win the gold medal in the 2008 Olympics in Beijing.

In 2007, he started a children’s charity to help them with their education and
healthcare. He said in aninterview ‘Being a bit famous now gives me the opportunity to
help people who really need it, especially children.” To recognize his work with the chari-
ty, UNICEF made Messi its goodwill ambassador for children’s rights in 2010.

Life in the largest city on earth

According to some experts, Rome became the first city in the world with a population
over 1 million, around the year 100 AD. So, what was life like in the largest city on earth?

Poor people lived in blocks of flats called insulae, sometimes more than three stories
high. These flats had no heating, and no running water, so they were not very comfortable.
Each flat only had one room. The typical home or domus for wealthier people was the
town house. These houses usually had a courtyard or atrium in the middle, as well as bed-
rooms, a living room, a dining room, and a kitchen. The wealthiest people even had baths
or libraries in their houses. People usually painted their houses white at the top, and red at
the bottom.

Romans usually ate three times a day. They had a very small breakfast, sometimes
only a slice of bread with milk or wine. They had a small lunch. The most important meal
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of the day was dinner. Many poor people only had bread with some vegetables. Rich peo-
ple often had dinner parties, with three-course meals. They had meat, fish, vegetables, fruit
and sweet desserts. They made their desserts with honey because there was no sugar in
those days. They drank wine with water. But everybody in Rome, both rich and poor, used
their hands to eat.

Streets in Rome were always busy, with a lot of people walking to work to do busi-
ness in the forum, which was the main square of a town or city. People also went shop-
ping, visiting the different shops along the streets. There were also colourful markets, tem-
ples, and public baths in the city. Rome had amazing architecture, which people still copy
today!

In their free time, Romans went to see chariot races and gladiator fights at the amphi-
theatre. The most famous amphitheatres in the city were the Circus Maximus and the Col-
osseum. People also often visited the theatre. Men played all the roles on stage — even the
parts of women. The theatre was free for all Roman citizens!

Public baths were also popular — they were like fitness centres or gyms today. Men,
women and children all visited the baths. Many baths had restaurants, shops, libraries or
museums inside. People could spend a whole day in a bath.

2000 years ago, Rome was at the centre of the Roman Empire, and its people enjoyed
city life in a similar way to ourselves. Of course, there is still a lot we can see of the an-
cient city today — since Rome is now the busy and beautiful capital city of Italy!

Half a century in the UK

What was life like in Britain in the 1960s? Many would say it was simpler, quieter,
and safer. It seems to me that in every generation, people look back and say things were
better when they were young. But that’s because they felt better because they were young-
er! Being a 20-something, with all our dreams still possible, is different from being grown
up with responsibilities: children, elderly parents, a home to pay for, money to make ... in
other words, your life changes, as well as the world around you. But what has actually
changed in the last 50 years?

The 1960s was the time when the technological wonders we nowadays take
for granted started to become more common. By the end of the decade, nearly all homes
had a television set. Programmes were still made in black and white, not colour. They
started at five in the afternoon on weekdays, and they finished at midnight. People didn’t
have mp3 players or CDs — they listened to music on the radio. Small, portable transistor
radios were starting to replace the huge radio sets of the 1950s — which were bigger than
most televisions are today. Nobody had personal computers. In the 1960s, the early com-
puters were enormous, and only scientists with special training could use them.

Shopping was different, too. Many people bought all their groceries in local shops.
Supermarkets were a new idea in the 1960s, and although they were becoming popular,
less than half of the population used them. A lot of people made their own clothes. There
were fashion shops in big cities, of course, but people didn’t spend the weekend shopping
like they do now: perhaps they went to a football game or did some gardening.

Travelling abroad on holiday was becoming more popular, but most British families
spent their holidays in the UK — in places like Blackpool or the West Country.
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Fewer people owned cars, but there were still enormous traffic jams on roads, espe-
cially during the summer holidays. The government had just started building motorways,
so people usually had to use older, narrower roads to travel long distances. But trains were
more frequent and a lot cheaper than they are today. British Rail was famous around the
world for its service. So, what do you think — was life better in the 1960s or was it simply
different?
