The coat originated from medieval clothing with cutouts for arms and sleeves - the
doublet, as well as from the historical cloak (chlamys), which was a universal outer cape
for thousands of years, made of natural wool, had a hood and was fastened with a pin
(fibula) at the throat. The cloak was a faithful companion of wanderers on long and diffi-
cult roads, where bad weather in the form of snowstorms and downpours was common.

The first prototype of a coat in its modern sense was cut in Spain in the 17th cen-
tury. Here it was peasant clothing, which was called palletoque and was a cloak with a
hood. This name was formed from a combination of the words pallium - “spacious cloak”
and toque - “headdress”). In Holland, which was under Spanish control during this period,
this hooded cloak becomes palace clothing (palastrock). In France, paletot appears, but
now as military outerwear.

The prototype of the classic coat was the redingote, a riding coat that appeared in
the mid-18th century. It had sleeves, a button front closure, a collar and lapels, and a slit
hem—something that is still part of classic men's clothing today. The redingote became
very popular and was worn every day. Already in the 19th century, different types of coats
began to appear. The stories of their origin are similar - famous aristocrats ordered an indi-
vidual design for themselves and it became fashionable. Coats of that era were long and
covered the knees - the practicality of the product, its ability to insulate the owner and pro-
tect from rain and wind, was paramount.

The history of costume from ancient times to the present is an important marker of
material culture. The costume reflects the history of countries and peoples, which can be
represented in the form of a costume. The costume is directly related not only to economic
conditions and production technology, but also to the historical, cultural and physiological
characteristics of a person.

The clothing of every person, with its general “fashionable” appearance,
characterizes a certain period of time, and with its details, individual specific details, and
the manner of wearing it, it determines character, tastes, mental and spiritual life.

	Принципы базового гардероба. Базовый гардероб. Цвета базового гардероба.
	Базовый гардероб – это основные вещи в шкафу, актуальные почти круглый год или большую его часть. Они идеально подходят вам по цвету, тканям, линиям тела, размеру и фасону, а также легко комбинируются между собой, создавая ядро для вашего образа. Эти вещи, как правило, простого кроя и однотонные, чаще нейтральных оттенков, что позволяет с легкостью «переделывать» наряд, например, из рабочего в вечерний просто сменив аксессуары и сделав более активный макияж. А еще такая простота помогает совмещать их почти с любой «дополнительной» вещью гардероба. 
	База подбирается в вашем стиле. Например, если вы привыкли к Романтике и у вас нет цели круто изменить свой внешний вид или занять серьезный пост в Верховном Суде, то и покупать очень строгую Классическую базовую одежду не имеет никакого смысла. Вещи всегда должны работать на вас, а не просто жить в шкафу, занимая место.

	Задание 1. Выполнить перевод текста
	Моделирование одежды в условиях массового и индивидуального производства является творческим процессом создания различных видов и форм одежды в соответствии с ее назначением. 
	Моделирование начинают с разработки эскизного рисунка модели. При этом решаются задачи общей композиции основных и декоративных элементов, цветовых сочетаний, использования свойств тканей и др. В некоторых случаях творческий замысел художника-модельера выражается в виде наколок ткани на манекене.   Эскизы моделей в рисунке или в виде наколки на манекене проверяет художественный руководитель или специальная комиссия, после чего производится раскрой и изготовление первичных моделей. 
	Разработанные модели рассматриваются и утверждаются художественными советами, в состав которых входят художники-модельеры, конструкторы одежды, представители промышленности, торговли, общественности. Художественный совет рассматривает модели и определяет область их использования, уточняя, для какого возраста могут изготовляться изделия данной модели, в каких размерах, ростах и полнотах. Модели, утвержденные художественным советом, отбираются швейными предприятиями совместно с торгующими организациями и распределяются для массового или серийного выпуска. После отбора модели передаются для конструирования. 
	Конструирование одежды включает расчет и построение чертежей деталей одежды, изготовление лекал и составление технической документации.
	Чертежи строят по принятой в промышленности системе конструирования. По разработанным чертежам деталей изготовляют лекала в начале на средний размер изделия, а затем размножают их на все остальные размеры.
	Техническая документация, составляемая на каждую модель, предусматривает рекомендации по использованию тканей и размеров для этой модели, технологию изготовления, таблицы измерения изделий и лекал; таблицы площадей комплекта лекал, условия упаковки и маркировки изделий.
	Образец модели вместе с технической документацией поступает на швейную фабрику.
	В экспериментальном цехе фабрики уточняют лекала и методы обработки изделия. При уточнении модели изготовляют один или несколько образцов изделий, а затем опытную партию на специальном потоке в экспериментальном или непосредственно в швейном цехе. При этом окончательно уточняют лекала.
	Подготовка ткани к раскрою и раскрой содержат различные виды работ.
	Подготовка тканей к раскрою включает в себя следующие работы: приемку и хранение тканей, проверку их качества, промер кусков по длине и ширине, подсортировку тканей в настилы, нормирование расхода ткани на изделие, изготовление обмелок и трафаретов.
	Раскрой тканей включает настилание тканей, рассечку настилов на части и вырезание деталей изделия.
	В швейные цехи крой поступает после контроля качества, нумерации деталей и их комплектования. В потоках (процессах) различной мощности, оснащенных стачивающими и специальными машинами, различными прессами для влажно-тепловой обработки, оборудованием для клеевого соединения деталей из отдельных деталей кроя и узлов, изготовляют изделия различного ассортимента. В процессе одновременно могут изготовляться изделия одного или нескольких фасонов.
	В индивидуальном производстве одежды модели создают художники-модельеры в экспериментальных лабораториях или закройщики ателье и мастерских непосредственно на заказчика по рисункам журналов мод. Закройщик производит раскрой изделий и примерку.
	Изготовляют изделие индивидуальным, индивидуально-групповым или бригадным способами.
	Основы технологии одежды
	Одеждой называется изделие или совокупность изделий (за исключением обуви) для предохранения тела человека от внешних воздействий и несущих утилитарные и эстетические функции. Массовым изготовлением одежды занимается швейная промышленность, являющаяся одной из важнейших отраслей народного хозяйства.
	Для массового производства одежды разработаны промышленные методы моделирования и конструирования, в которых учитывается современная типология взрослого и детского населения (играны.
	Современная типология построена на результатах изучения размеров тела различных людей, основанного на массовых антропологических измерениях населения, и последующем группировании фигур на типовые по размерам и форме. Это позволило поручить ограниченное число типов (стандартов) фигур. Одежда, изготовленная по измерениям таких фигур, почти полностью удовлетворяет спрос населения на одежду различных размеров. Выделение определенных типов фигур необходимо также для того, чтобы не усложнять массовое производство одежды.
	Размерная характеристика типовых фигур человека дается в виде отдельных измерений, называемых размерными признаками. В качестве главных (или ведущих) размерных признаков приняты: обхват груди и длина тела человека (рост). В качестве третьей размерной характеристики для женщин принят обхват бедер с учетом выступания живота, а для мужчин — обхват талии.
	Обхват груди определяет периметр верхней части тела, где требуется особенно хорошая подгонка изделий по фигуре.
	Рост характеризует общую длину тела и определяет длину одежды.
	Для мужских сорочек используется еще один главный размерный признак тела —обхват шеи.
	Выделение ведущих признаков позволяет установить число типовых фигур (типов). Количество типовых фигур, а следовательно номеров однотипных изделий, зависит не только от числа ведущих признаков, встречающихся при измерении фигур, но и от интервала безразличия между размерными признаками. Интервалом безразличия называется промежуток, внутри которого разница между размерами одежды не имеет значения для потребителей.
	В результате проведенных в ЦНИИШП исследований разработана классификация мужских и женских фигур по размерам, полнотным и возрастным группам с учетом интервала безразличия. Такая классификация должна приниматься во внимание при разработке и утверждении новых моделей, разработке конструкции и техническом размножении лекал.
	В соответствии с требованиями стандартов при маркировке готовой одежды ставят обозначения размеров, см, в следующем порядке: для мужской одежды — рост, обхват груди, обхват талии (например, 170—100—88); для женской одежды — рост, обхват груди, обхват бедер (например, 158—96—104); для мужских сорочек — рост, обхват груди, обхват талии, обхват шеи (например, 170—100—88—41).

	The coat originated from medieval clothing with cutouts for arms and sleeves - the doublet, as well as from the historical cloak (chlamys), which was a universal outer cape for thousands of years, made of natural wool, had a hood and was fastened with a pin (fibula) at the throat. The cloak was a faithful companion of wanderers on long and difficult roads, where bad weather in the form of snowstorms and downpours was common.
	The first prototype of a coat in its modern sense was cut in Spain in the 17th century. Here it was peasant clothing, which was called palletoque and was a cloak with a hood. This name was formed from a combination of the words pallium - “spacious cloak” and toque - “headdress”). In Holland, which was under Spanish control during this period, this hooded cloak becomes palace clothing (palastrock). In France, paletot appears, but now as military outerwear.
	The prototype of the classic coat was the redingote, a riding coat that appeared in the mid-18th century. It had sleeves, a button front closure, a collar and lapels, and a slit hem—something that is still part of classic men's clothing today. The redingote became very popular and was worn every day. Already in the 19th century, different types of coats began to appear. The stories of their origin are similar - famous aristocrats ordered an individual design for themselves and it became fashionable. Coats of that era were long and covered the knees - the practicality of the product, its ability to insulate the owner and protect from rain and wind, was paramount.

	The history of costume from ancient times to the present is an important marker of material culture. The costume reflects the history of countries and peoples, which can be represented in the form of a costume. The costume is directly related not only to economic conditions and production technology, but also to the historical, cultural and physiological characteristics of a person. The study of costume and fashion gives people the key to understanding the customs, culture and character of both existing peoples and civilizations of bygone eras.
	In part, the costume is considered as a marker of industrial development and an indicator of the cultural identity of a particular people. Ideology and the artistic system influence the appearance of people. The state of costume and fashion allows us to talk about the culture and social structure of society. The costume reflects the diversity of the spiritual and mental life of the people at a certain period of its development.
	The costumes of kings and prominent historical figures often characterize an entire historical era. The clothing of every person, with its general “fashionable” appearance, characterizes a certain period of time, and with its details, individual specific details, and the manner of wearing it, it determines character, tastes, mental and spiritual life.
	Задание 3. Выполнить перевод текста «Платья и блузы»
	Начиная с XVII-XVIII веков блуза служила рабочей одеждой крестьян и рабочих, защищая одежду от пыли и грязи, однако существовали и более нарядные блузы, носившиеся по праздникам. Их покрой был очень прост и архаичен. Поверхность блузы могла вышиваться, а рукава собирались в складки-буфы. Подол был длинным — он мог доходить до середины бедра или колен. На блузах могли присутствовать и карманы. Например, во Франции блузы изготовлялись из холста и были преимущественно синего цвета, подол доходил до середины бедра, а на манжетах и у ворота ткань собиралась в сборки, рукава блузы обладали прямыми поликами. В начале XIX века блузы вошли в гардероб городских рабочих и ремесленников, тем самым они противопоставляли носивших сюртуки буржуа. В Шампани нарядные блузы вышивались белыми нитями по вороту, по прорезям карманов, плечам и манжетам рукавов, в Нормандии блуза вышивалась по плечам, манжетам и вокруг выреза ворота, также использовались белые нити. В Англии (преимущественно на юге и в центре) блузу носили крестьяне, фермеры, пастухи, возчики и сельскохозяйственные рабочие. Шили английские рабочие блузы из хлопка, льна и шерсти, а красились они в белый, жёлтый, серый, тёмно-зелёный и синий цвета. Английская блуза обладала широким отложным воротом и прямым разрезом, который мог застёгиваться на одну или несколько пуговиц (также существовали распашные блузы). В вышивке использовались нити в тон основной поверхности блузы. В Российской империи рабочую блузу носили некоторые высококвалифицированные рабочие, например, металлисты и типографские работники. Из употребления в Западной Европе рабочая блуза вышла в начале XX века. Однако блузы подобного покроя и сейчас носится художниками.
	Блузка как элемент женской одежды появилась в XIX веке в результате разделения платья на верх (собственно, блузка) и низ (юбка). Ее варианты — «подвязанный топ» или «завязанная рубашка» (англ. tied top, knotted shirt) появились в 1940-х и получили известность в течение 1960-х.
